Transport

Travelling by car:

From the north: Follow the A1(M) towards London. Continue onto A1307 following signs for
Al4/London/M11. Use the left lane to take the A141 slip road towards Huntingdon/March. At the
roundabout take the 3rd exit onto A141. Take the exit toward Business Park, at the roundabout take the 1%
exit onto Kingfisher Way. Turn left and your destination will be on the right.

From the south: Leave the Al at junction 10, take the 4th exit at the roundabout, take the A14 sign posted
Cambridge. At the next roundabout take the 4th exit - the hotel will be on your left, take the slip road into
Hinchingbrooke Business Park, take the first exit off the roundabout and the hotel will be your first turning
on your left.

Travelling by rail: The nearest station is Huntingdon, which is 3.2 km from the Hotel.

@ Places Visited

Imperial War Museum, Duxford

The aerodrome at Duxford was built during the First World War and was one of the earliest Royal Air Force
stations. During 1917 the Royal Flying Corps expanded and Duxford was one of many new airfields
established to train RFC aircrew. After the war ended, unlike many similar airfields in a slimmed-down RAF,
it was kept open: first as a training school and then, from 1924, a fighter station, a role it was to carry out
with distinction for 37 years. By 1938 the reputation of RAF Duxford’s No.19 Squadron was such that it
became the first RAF squadron to re-equip with the new Supermarine Spitfire, and the first Spitfire was
flown into RAF Duxford in August 1938. Today IWM Duxford is established as the European centre of

aviation history. The historic site, outstanding collections of exhibits and regular world-renowned Air Shows
combine to create a unique museum where history really is in the air. Imperial War Museum Duxford is a
branch of the Imperial War Museum near Duxford in Cambridgeshire, England. Britain's largest aviation
museum, Duxford houses the museum's large exhibits, including nearly 200 aircraft, military vehicles,
artillery and minor naval vessels in seven main exhibition buildings.

Throughout the day small groups will be taken for the exclusive flight on the De Havilland Dragon Rapide

which will take you up and over the aerodrome for approximately 12 minutes.

Please note: In the unlikely event of the Rapide flight being cancelled for any reason a voucher for a
replacement flight only will be issued.

The Shuttleworth Collection

The Shuttleworth Collection is designed to create the atmosphere of the 1920s aerodrome and spans from
the early pioneering aircraft up to World War Il aircraft. This private collection was begun by Richard
Shuttleworth. Pilot, racing driver, self-taught mechanic and heir to the estate, he rescued old aircraft and
vehicles, bringing them back to Old Warden Park to restore. After his death in 1940, flying for the RAF, his
mother Dorothy continued adding to the collection. Walking through the six huge hangars at Shuttleworth,
you'll see how aviation design developed from Edwardian times up until the 1950s. Don't miss the 1909
Blériot XI, which, along with all of our aircraft, is still airworthy. It's the world's oldest flying aeroplane and it
regularly takes the sky at our air shows. Highlights also include the Bristol Boxkite which was built for the
film "Those Magnificent Men in their Flying Machines".

Very Important:

Please note that at Shuttleworth there will be a flying pageant show (weather permitting). As there are
no seating places available, we recommend you bring your own folding chair/stool with a name tag on it.
