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If you are travelling by car:

From the north (Bicester, Birmingham, Manchester, M42, M6)

Exit the M40 at Oxford Services (Junction 8/8a). At the slip road roundabout, take the second exit
signposted A418 to Aylesbury. After half a mile, turn right onto the A40 to Milton Common and

Wallingford. The hotel is 1.5 miles along on the left-hand side.
From the south (London, High Wycombe)
Exit the M40 at Junction 7. Turn right following the A329 towards Thame. Immediately after crossing over

the motorway, turn left onto the A40. The hotel is 300 yards along on the right-hand side.

If you are travelling by train: Nearest train station is Haddenham and Thame — 7 miles or Oxford which is

14 miles.

Stowe House

Stowe House Stowe House is a grade | listed country house. It is the home of Stowe School, an independent
school and is owned by the Stowe House Preservation Trust who have to date spent more than £25m on
the restoration of the house. Stowe House is regularly open to the public and can be explored by guided
tour all year round or during the school holidays you can explore at your own pace with a multimedia
guide. The gardens, a significant example of the English garden style, along with part of the Park, passed
into the ownership of The National Trust in 1989 and are open to the public. The parkland surrounding the
gardens is open 365 days a year. National Trust members have free access to the gardens but there is a
charge for all visitors to the house which goes towards the costs of restoring the building.

Claydon House

Claydon House has been the seat of the Verney family since 1620. The present house is almost entirely 18th
century having undergone major redevelopment in 1757 and 1771 to rival the nearby manor house at
Stowe.
